All-new last year- as well as the 2008 North American Car of the
Year-- the Chevrolet Malibu has minimal changes for the 2009 3
model yearBut those few changes are considerably important ang

attractive to new buyers.

For starters, StabiliTrak with Brake Assist and Traction Control is
standard equipment on all four models; the feggving sispeed
automatic linked to the 2.diter four-cylinder engine is now
standard on the LTZ tejper trim (while the \\6 becomes an option); and Bluetooth is available with GM's new
OnStar version 8.0 system.

The standard powerplant on the fromtheel drive midsize sedan is the-télve, 2.4liter Ecote four
cylinder engine with variable valve timing. Mated with a fgpeed automatic the foucylinder returns fuel
efficiency of 22 miles per gallon city and 30 mpg highway. The optiorsppeed automatic linked to thed
does better with EPA estimate$ 22/33 mpg.

The base price for the 2009 Malibu starts at $20,745 for the
four-cylinder LS. The Chevy Malibu is also offered in LT, LTZ and
Hybrid models. My tester was the LTZ with a base price of

Most people buy a compact car to get a job done: namely,
traveling economically from point A to point B. Just because a

generic.

With the 2009 Sentra, Nissan injects character without forgetting
the smalicar manifesto: the car has to be inexpensive to buy and
operate.

With a base price of $17,760, the 2009 Nissan Seh@8§ is the middief-the-line trim level and that's just
about where you want to be. For one thing, it means you geinté wheels (the $350 for the optional
aluminum jobs is money well spent), and the Sentra rides with satisfyingabguppleness otihe 16 inchers.

The S trim also brings aftick brakes as standard. I'd never buy a car
without ABSUnfortunately;the added safety enhancement of
electronic stability control isn't available for the 2009 Sentra. Stability
control is beginning to bexne more widely available in the compact
car segment, and I'd expect the negggneration Sentra to offer this

valuable safety feature.

Nissan's brand character really comes out in the Sentra's drivetrain.
The 2.0liter four-cylinder engine feels a ligldisinterested at first, but
its 140 horsepower soon gets into the act; the 14#fibof torque is reasonably generous, too, and Nissan
says 90 percent of that shove is available at just 2,400 rpm.

The company's signature powaansferor, the Contimously Variable Transmission, is optional for the Sentra
2.0S and it's probably the transmission most will buy. If you don't know the CVT doesn't use actual gears, yol
probably never realizéhis.

It's only on the occasion when you shout down to the engine room for max power that you become aware of
the CVT's quirky mannerismskeep your foot mashed to the carpet, the CVT winds the engine to its utmost
and just keeps it there until you finallglent and back off the throttle. Not everyone finds this behavior
comforting or natural.

Let me just say this: | don't think the Sentra's styling is a home run
Although there's an overall impression of substandbe car doesn't
look wimpy-- there'sa little too much weight in the flanks and the
grille and front bumper area are too simple. The trunk appears
truncated, killing any chance of proportion with the blocky front. But
the Sentra's higlarch roofline delivers acres of headroom to a
spaciousnterior.
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The architecture of the dashboard and center console is superb, highlighted by clean round gauges directly
front of you and a logical and wedkecuted radio and climateontrol site plan. It all works in plain and easy

fashion.

For all his sensible design, the Sentra’s interior is let down by the plastics that abound, even in areas where
costcutters should know better, such as the door armrests and center stack. When will they learn that a 19
cent piece of rubberized mat to line a stgeatray goes a long way towards imbuing a quality perception when
it prevents sunglasses and coins from scraping and grinding in the tray with every turn of a corner?

Yet make no mistake, the Sentra's fine faytinder engine and CVT
make for an effient combo in this modest compact. The CVT allows
the engine to run at ridiculously low rpm on the highway, for example.
The Sentra and | put in many miles ofph cruisecontrol time, and
even at that speed | was rewarded with the car's £&Aad highwy
fuel economy of 33 mpg. Impressive.

1969 Iso Grifo is rare and too good to pass up

Despite the fact that only 412 Iso Grifars were

manufactured from 1965 through 1974, Darren Frank is very
familiar with the Italian automobiles. His late father had
bought one of the rare cars in Milan, Italy, and owned it while
Darren was growing up on Long Island, N.Y. He spent many
hours d¢eaning and polishing the wire wheels on his father's
car.

The elder Frank wrecked the twseat sports car in 1968, which

ended the younger Frank's "hands on" experience with the car.

Years later, Darren Frank joined a club of Iso Grifo devotees and begesual search for one of the cars. He
located one for sale in 1985, but failed to close the deal. In 1989 an ad in the club newsletter offered a red
1969 Iso Grifo for sale in Salt Lake City.

Frank was determined not to miss out on this opportunity.telephoned every day for a month and each
time left a message. Soon after he made the 30th call the seller returned his call. The seller had been away c
vacation and had just returned home to find the 30 messages on his answering machine.

Thoughprospective buyers had called, Frank was by far the most persistent. With those other callers in mind
Frank said, "I'll buy it sightnseen."Utah in January can be very snowy, which delayed the transport truck that
Frank had sent for the car. More tham®nth passed before the Iso Grifo was delivered to his New York
home.

Frank reports that his new old car looked tired and did not run. "The previous owners did all kinds of stuff to
this poor car," he says.

He immediately set out collecting parts he knexwuld be needed when a restoration project was undertaken.
The hunt lasted six years, until 1995. By then Frank had his unrestored red Iso running and one day while
driving it through Poundridge, N.Y. noticed a pickup truck tailgating him. Frank stoppetepickup driver

ran up and exclaimed, "I have a car just like this at home."

Frank asked him if he was sure because many, if not most people, mistake the Iso for a Maserati or a Ferrari

The pickup driver, Joe Thurstein, knew what he was talkingtabacredibly, years earlier he purchased the

Iso that Frank's father had wrecked. Originally that car was green, but after it was repaired it was painted blue
Not only did Thurstein have his father's old car, he had all the literature and papers whearies bought

the car.

That bit of history was interesting, but by 1995 Frank was ready to make his own 1969 Iso Grifo into a like
new car.
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
